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Resumo: Nos ultimos tempos, recaiu-se sobre a sociedade a preocupacao de preservacao, tanto das florestas, rios
e dos animais quanto das crengas, costumes e, principalmente, da historia. Este estudo busca transpor a realidade
de conservacao e preservacao do Parque de Esculturas Recanto Dourado na Praia de Majorlandia em Aracati,
Ceara. O parque contém 16 esculturas feita nas préprias falésias da praia por um artesdo local. A metodologia
trabalhada foi a fotoetnografica registrando o estado de conservacdo das esculturas em analise. A unidade de estudo
foram as 16 esculturas existentes no local. Os resultados obtidos evidenciaram a urgéncia pela preservacdo das
esculturas, dado a natural deterioracdo com o passar do tempo, principalmente, de duas em especifico, que ja se
encontram completamente destruidas. 1sso deixa claro a necessidade de uma participacdo mais efetiva dos 6rgédos
publicos no nivel municipal e estadual com fins de apoio para a recuperagdo, preservacdo e manutencdo dessas
esculturas, assim como apoio ao complexo turistico Recanto Dourado.
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Abstract: In recent times, there has been a concern for society to preserve, both forests, rivers and
living things, as well as beliefs, customs and, especially, history. This study seeks to transpose the
reality of conservation and preservation of the Recanto Dourado Sculpture Park at Praia de Majorlandia
in Aracati, Ceard. The park contains 16 sculptures made on the beach's own cliffs by a local artisan.
The methodology used was the photoethnographic recording the conservation status of the sculptures
under analysis. The study unit were the 16 sculptures there are on site. The results obtained showed
the urgency for the preservation of the sculptures, given the natural deterioration with the time, mainly,
of two in specific, that are already completely destroyed. This makes clear the need for more effective
participation by public bodies at the municipal and state levels in order to support the recovery,
preservation and maintenance of these sculptures, as well as support for the Recanto Dourado complex.
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
